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1. Echo: Turn to lower or raise the echo effect on the microphone. 11. Next: Press to skip to the next track.
2. MicroSD: Supports MicroSD cards up to 32GB. Press and hold to enter Party Plus mode.
3. USB: Supports USB Drives up to 32GB. 12. MicVol+: Press to increase the mic volume.

Charging the Speaker

Charge fully before use. The charge time is approximately 5-6 hours. When
the speaker is charging, the LED Indicator Light will display a solid red light.
When charging is complete, the indicator light will turn off.

To charge the speaker, connect a USB-C to USB cable (included) to the DC
power input on the speaker and to the USB port of a powered-on computer
or USB power adaptor (not included).

Charging the Microphones

Charge fully before use. The charge time is approximately 2 hours. Battery life
is approximately 1 hour.

To charge the microphones, connect a USB-C to USB cable (included) to the
DC power input on the microphone and to the USB port of a powered-on
computer or USB power adaptor (not included).

Bluetooth Wireless

Pairing & Playing Audio

1. When powered on, the speaker will enter Bluetooth Mode
automatically. To enter Bluetooth Mode from another mode, press and
hold the Source/Play/Pause/Pair button.

2. Using the Bluetooth setting on your device, search for new devices
and select 1JB673. Refer to the user’s manual for your specific device for
instructions on pairing and connecting Bluetooth devices.

3. When successfully paired, a voice prompt will announce “Bluetooth
connected."The LED Indicator Light will also display a solid light.

4. Use the controls on the connected device to select and begin playing
audio. Use the controls on the speaker or the connected device to play,
pause, and adjust volume.

Note: The speaker will automatically connect to the last paired device when
powering on. If your device becomes unpaired or it is unable to connect,
press the Source/Play/Pause/Pair button twice to enter pairing mode. A
voice prompt will announce “Bluetooth is connecting” start from step two to
connect to your device.

Light Modes

Press and hold the Lights button to turn the speaker lights on/off. Press the
Lights button to cycle through light effects. The speaker has 6 different light
effect options: Dancing Rainbow, Racing Tracer, Slow Change, Cycle One, Split
Change, and Cycle 2.

Vocal Effects

Press the Vocal Effects button to cycle throught the microphone vocal
effects. The microphones have 6 different vocal effect options: High Pitch, Low
Pitch, Robot, Ultra Low, Delay, and Reverb.

Customer Support

Party Plus Mode

Pair two 1JB673 speakers wirelessly to double the audio from your Bluetooth
device. For the best results, connect the speakers via Party Plus before
connecting to a Bluetooth device. Disconnect from any Bluetooth devices
before pairing if necessary.

1. After powering on both speakers, press and hold the Next button
on one speaker to enter Party Plus mode. The speaker will chime,
indicating it is ready to pair.

2. After the speakers successfully connect, a voice will announce the
connection.

3. Using the Bluetooth setting on your device, search for new devices and
select 11J673. The LED Indicator Light on the main speaker will display
a flashing light after connecting to Bluetooth.

4. To exit Party Plus Mode, press and hold the Next button.

AuxIn

Requires a 3.5mm audio cable (not included).

1. Connect a 3.5mm audio cable to the Aux In on the speaker and the
audio output/headphone jack on an audio device.

2. The speaker will automatically switch to Aux in mode. To switch to Aux
Mode from another source, press and hold the Source/Play/Pause/
Pair button.

3. Use the controls on the connected device to select and play audio.

Note: If the playback volume through the speaker is low, make sure the
volume level on your connected device is turned up.
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USB Drive & MicroSD Card

1. Load a USB drive or a Micro SD card into the appropriate media port.
2. The speaker will automatically switch to USB or MicroSD mode.

Use the controls on the speaker to select and play and pause audio
from the connected drive.
